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Emotionalism and appreciation.

  Taking into consideration such categories as the appreciation, image, expressiveness emotive lexis is traditionally investigated and they are quite connected with appreciation. Even we can distinguish the motions as positive, negative and they are also appreciation. Psychologists give such kind of ideas as conditional and active appreciation in one situation. e.g. “hate”, in this semantic word we can notice its negative meaning (emotion). But hatred emotion shows the positive emotion to the enemy and betrayer. If we speak about the “correlation between” emotiveness and “appreciation” we will face with different ideas in linguistics.

   There is one view which says that emotive and appreciations are not divisible. N. A. Lukyanova says: “Appreciation and emotion connected with the word “appreciate’ has not 2 components of meanings, they are indivisible units.” V.I. Shahovskii agrees with this idea. “Appreciating of one thing is connected with emotional side of the person, even it is impossible to put boundary between “emotion” and “appreciation”. Mostly it's called “emotional appreciation”, says I.A. Sternin.

   Vice versa, E.M. Wolf considers that appreciation and emotionalism are self connected and they have different components. In opinion of authors who support this position appreciation is not equal to the emotional lexis. He approves that such kind of feelings as gayness, sadness, anger haven't been investigated for many years. Consequently, last years such kind of words and word combinations are being investigated ( N. D. Arutuva, E. M. Wolf, R. A. Drugova, M. B. Amalbekova, A. A. Kiasheva, Sh. I. Nurgozhina, B. KH. Mominova).
  There are the following kinds of appreciation words. 

· like, not to like, agree, not to agree (appreciation lexics);

· Friendliness, hate, scare, sadness-emotive words.

Let's give a wide outlook to these emotive and appreciation words.  
   Scientists distinguish two kinds of appreciation. The first type’s uses term such as “good/bad” and type uses terms “better/worse”. Absolutely appreciation has only one object, and in comparative appreciation compares two objects or two points of one object. Absolutely appreciation compares implication based on social stereotypes, i.e. compare providing a lot of things, and comparative appreciation based on comparing exactly two things. This problem was investigated by E. Sepir and he said:     “Graduation as a psychical process precedes dimension and count. The measure “foot”-hasn't a meaning while we don't know that it is more than “inch” and less than “yard”. In semantic analysis it's impossible to observe the appreciation without comparing. E.g. “Yesterday in Chukotka it was warmer than today” It's easy to understand this sentence without any explanations. And the sentence “Today is warm in Chukotka” needs explanations. There we need some information about usual weather, normal temperature and what kind of season is now.

  That's why the semantics of absolutely appreciation is more. You must have a good know to give an absolutely appreciation to 1 object. In language it has another view; absolutely appreciation is simpler than comparative appreciation.

  E.g. interesting-more interesting-the most interesting.

  It is some information about appreciation and now let's speaks about types of appreciation in languages. Appreciation has two types. You can appreciate one thing and say it is good or bad without any motion. That's why we think it is right to distinguish two types: rational appreciation and emotional appreciation. Emotional appreciation investigates the people's emotional condition. 
 We can discuss her two approaches. One of them is the method which considers the emotion, situation, mental and they belong to the method of Aristotle. The second is the XIX century. U. Jeims's ideas which consider emotion as physiological reaction.

  Psychologists who investigate the modern emotion theory consider that emotion is physiological reaction and certain idea. Physiologists S. Shanter  and J. E. Zinget who investigate the emotion explain that emotion – physiological reaction and outlook cognitive action” And E. Parret gives a simple explanation to this problem: “The field of rationalism correlates with the mind, certainly, mess variation, change, non-decreation. Emotionalism is considered as second as regards to logical, peripheries as regards to passive and to active”[5.32]. Of course, this is also one of these ideas.

  Emotive component of appreciation gave subjective good-bad ideas to appreciation object. Emotional and rational appreciations are the opposite sides to the object of subject: the 1st-its emotion and feelings, the 2nd –idea of factor. We must differentiate types of appreciation relations while giving emotional and rational appreciation. Usually, interpretation is given with the help of predicative words or verb. Here, M. Wolf supposed that we must use the languages as the description of emotion and definition of emotion.

We cannot argue with his opinion, because if lexis units are used to mean the emotion, phraseologies will be used to describe the emotions except interjection and negative phraseologies. E.g.:

-What a wonderful weather! This is great! In these sentences a man means emotion with the help of lexis units, аузынан ақ ит кіріп, қара (көк) ит шығу, жаны мұрнының ішіне келу, кеудесіне нан пісу, мұрнын шүйіру, көзіне көк шыбын үймелету, қас-қабағына қарау, Сиырдың суы сирағынан келмеу, шыбын жаны көзіне көріну, жүзіктің көзінен өткендей, шың бермес Шығайбай т. б.  In these phraseologies emotion is described. So in emotion described phraseologies description is often used. This is one of emotion description phraseologies.

 Emotional and rational appreciations are quite connected. 

 1) a) rational absolute appreciation: 

 1) Today the main criteria to people are wealth, money and work with high salary. (A. Kalmiraev “Ahihat” № 3, 2006). 

 2) Poets appeared with the help of people's mind gaiety, sadness. Poet's word is rich word (T. Medetbek “Ahihat” № 1, 2006).  
    In this passage author appreciates man highly and describes    the society and people. This is the main criteria of rational absolute appreciation.
    b) Rational-comparative appreciation:

    1. Атадан жақсы ұл туса, елінің туы болады, 

        Атадан жаман ұл туса көшінің соңы болады. (Kaz Dausty Kazbek. “Ahihat” № 2, 2006). Here Kaz Dausty Kazbek gives a rational appreciation comparatively to the relative connections.

   2. Emotional appreciation, “Well done, and well done,”-they said and he became very proud. (Мұрнын көкке  шүйіру). In this sentence haughty man is described and this is used in the meaning of emotional rationalism.
  Emotional-rationalism appreciation: In my opinion friendliness and kindness ecology is the main etymology of ecology, I think. (T. Medetbek “Ahihat” № 1, 2006). In this description we notice that he gives description and shows his feelings to the nature and ecology.  
   G. N. Smagulova: “In the semantic phraseologies connotative components have appreciation and description aspects. In these combinations there are such kinds of feelings: hate, not to like, to be proud,”-she said [6.37].

  Boastful man is described in the following semantic phraseologies: есек құрты мұрнынан түсу, көзінің еті өсу, ханға сәлем бермеу, асып төгілу, деменіне нан пісіру, көзіне жел біту, көкірек керу, шекесінен қарау, танауымен көк тіреу т.б. There are negative appreciations. In our language май басу, бес биенің сабасындай, үрген қырындау, басы табақтай, қарны қабақтай   phrase logical combinations mean rude style appreciation and mean when somebody hates and doesn't like.  
 Деменіне нан пісіру- , көзіне жел біту-көңілі көкте, басы жерде-мұрнын көкке көтеру-(шүйіру)-жынға қарау phrase logical units are used when we describe a boastful and haughty man.
  Emotion “T” (good» or “-“(bad) is appreciation function. Phrase logical units may be positive and negative, they are not connected with a high and low level, distinguishing them into positive and negative emotions we can have “satisfied and non-satisfied” emotions. [7.25]. 

 So appreciation emotion is connected with notion and thing, event and actions. They always use in the meaning of mocking, not to like, insulting. So, we if to express our ideas completely, phraseologies in our language have effective and expressive-emotional aspects. They are not phenomenon which opposes to the principles and regularities of the language, they are not unnecessary categories, they make the language rich, emotive and they help to give different style peculiarities to the language. 
Not to like; көбік өкпе-to mock; not to move-not to like; to do nothing, not to be able to do something-to mock, to insult; тышқан мұрнын қанатпау- to mock; lazy, a person who leads a parasitic life-not to like, ас ішіп, аяқ босатар- satire. 
    If these phraseologies don't give a bright emotion emotional colour will be realized in the use of context.  e.g. since the morning you haven’t done anything, you are not ashamed of little children next to you, -Didar said and left him without saying any word showing a great disappointment. (M. Syndetov).

   We are full of men who are lazy and lead a parasitic life, if you really want to help. You can take two men from the brigade where you can find men as iron-made, -Laila said.  (M. Syndetov).  

  Young poet's light-minded character seemed strange to old Mukhan, from time to time without paying attention to his open character he began to like every his word said by him. (M. Syndetov).   In these sentences тұяғы қимылдамау (do nothing), ас ішіп, аяқ босату (lazy), жел өкпе (light-minded character) phraseologisms mean unpleasant emotional appreciation.
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
